With a quorum present, the Regular Meeting of the Bee Cave City Council was called to 
order by Mayor Murphy at 6:00 p.m. on Tuesday, March 22, 2011 in the Council 
Chambers of the City of Bee Cave City Hall, 4000 Galleria Parkway, Bee Cave, Texas.

Public hearing, discussion and possible action on Ordinance No. 74, a zoning 
amendment to the existing HEB Planned Development District relating to a 
Conditional Use Permit for Advance Auto Parts, located at 12400 W. Highway 71, Suite 
590. 
 
Mayor Murphy opened the public hearing at 6:02 p.m. 
 
Tom Drews, Regional Construction Manager for Advanced Auto, introduced Michael 
Yates, Area Director and Tim McCreel, Regional Vice President.  Mr. Drews requested 
that the Council approve the conditional use permit.   
 
Mayor Murphy closed the public hearing at 6:04 p.m. 
 
Mr. Drews answered questions regarding the complimentary services that Advanced 
Auto would like to provide.

(Gateway to Falconhead).

Discuss and consider action on a sign variance for Ben Archer State Farm to allow for 
the placement of a fire truck with State Farm signage on property facing Bee Caves 
Road.  
 
Ben Archer spoke to the Council about leaving the fire truck on his new property.

Associate Engineer Giancarlo Patino presented this item.

Member Bockius, to finally accept the paving and drainage improvements for the 5th 
construction phase of Falconhead West Phase I, Section II and Phase II subject to 
contractor’s one year maintenance bond for all required public improvements effective 
February 18, 2011.
