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[bookmark: _GoBack]January 2, 2018, as many of us returned to work after the holiday period, Bee Cave Officers responded to the first of two fatal accidents to occur on Highway 71 near the intersection with Spanish Oaks Club Boulevard.  Tragically these two accidents were not the only fatalities on Highway 71 in western Travis County this year.  

Although the Bee Cave Police, Travis County Sheriff’s Office and Texas Department of Public Safety Troopers patrol this area daily, each agency will increase their patrols this holiday season.  Additionally, Bee Cave was awarded a Selective Traffic Enforcement Grant through Texas Department of Transportation to offset the costs of additional traffic enforcement on Highway 71 in two key areas during holiday periods.

The intersections of Hamilton Pool Road, Ranch Roads 620 and 2244 (Bee Caves Road) with Highway 71, and the approaches to these intersections will be subject to increased enforcement. 

Speeding, along with drinking and driving are contributing factors to many accidents and officers will be vigilant for those violations.  

Holidays should be celebrated not remembered as a tragic time of year, and Bee Cave Officers will be out in extra numbers working to “Protect the Hive.”  We ask for your help with this effort.
